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Aim high, believe; Fly high, achieve.

Phonics:

In Phonics, we will be learning to
hear blends to say a word. They will
then learn to recognise the letters of
the initial code and their
corresponding sounds. The children
will segment and blend these for
reading and spelling.

Comprehension:

We will be listening to, joining in and
discussing a range of books such as
‘All are Welcome’, ‘Stick man’, ‘Oi
Frog’, ‘Supertato’, ‘Pumpkin Soup’, a
selection of Nursery Rhymes and
traditional tales.

Writing:

In Writing, the children will be
looking at a range of texts and they
will start to develop early writing
skills, including mark making and
letter formation. The children will be
working on writing their names and
words moving on to captions and
simple sentences.

Communication and Language:
During this term, we will be
developing the children’s listening
skills, including following instructions
and responding. They will learn to
use our classroom rules, including
turn taking. Children will be also
working on speaking in small groups
and with the whole class. We will

focus on using full sentences.

EYFS Curriculum Overview - Autumn Term 2024

Mathematics:

As the children are settling into
school they will learn to match,
sort and compare. They will
also explore repeating
patterns. After half term, the
children will begin to explore
the composition of numbers.
The will learn to represent,
compare, and match the
numbers 1 to 5. They will also
be learning about and using one
more and one less.

Within numerical patterns, the
children will be comparing size,
mass and capacity. They will
also learn about simple shapes,
positional language and time.

In Science, the children will be
learning about their body,
weather and seasons.

They will explore changes in
our environment, such as why
leaves change colour. The
children will also use a range of
technology.
